Video Surveillance

Emergency Response System for Schools
How AURA 2.0 Works

House Passes Child Nutrition Reauthorization
National Harbor, MD (December 2, 2010) — Today, the US House of Representatives passed
S. 3307, the Healthy, Hunger-Free Kids Act by a vote of 264 to 157. The School Nutrition
Association (SNA) endorsed the child nutrition reauthorization legislation, which will allow school
meal programs to offer a greater variety of nutritious foods in school cafeterias nationwide.

“Members of Congress, the Administration and the First Lady should be recognized for their
tireless efforts to improve children’s access to healthy, nourishing meals during these tough
economic times,” said SNA President Nancy Rice, M.Ed., RD, LD, SNS, State Director of the
Georgia Department of Education, School Nutrition Division. "The Healthy, Hunger-Free Kids Act
gives schools critical resources to reach more children with healthy school meals and to serve
more fresh produce, whole grains and low-fat dairy products in cafeterias. By establishing
nutrition standards for all foods served or sold in schools, the legislation ensures that students
will receive a consistent message about healthy choices.

The legislation contains other critical improvements to the National School Lunch and Breakfast
Programs that SNA has advocated for, including the creation of standards and a certification
process for school foodservice professionals and the establishment of guidelines on which local
school expenses (such as electricity, telephones and janitorial services) can be charged to school
nutrition programs.

SNA opposed the bill’s use of Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP) funds to offset
the cost of child nutrition reauthorization, but the Administration has offered assurances that

they will work to recover funds for SNAP. SNA will be closely following the Administration’s out-
reach to members of Congress to address this critical issue.

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Basic Food Preparation Safety Tools

+ Use drytowels when handling hot skillets, pots, or roasting pans. (Wet
cloth conducts heat more readily)

+ Avoid splashing grease on top of range. Grease will ignite quickly,
causing a dangerous fire. Do not throw water on a grease or fat fire---
smother it. Use a foam fire extinguisher or a wet towel.

+ Remove the lids of pots slowly, lifting the side away from you so the
steam will not rush out to quickly causing burns on the hands and face.

+ Always give notice of “HOT STUFF” when moving a hot container from
one place to another.

+ Keep towels/hot pads used for handling food off the range. Too often,
the end of the towel is dangled or drawn across fire.

+ Avoid over-filling hot food containers.

+ Never let the long handles of sauce pans or skillets extend into aisles. If
the are brushed, hit or bumped the pot may fall of the range.

+ Never turn the handle of any pot toward the fire.

+ When any lifting is required, lift in such a fashion that the strain is
absorbed in the legs and arms. Never lift when unbalanced. Lift with
legs not back.

+ Get help in lifting or moving heavy pots or containers. If they are
heavy, don’t gamble—get help!

+ Know the location of the fire extinguishers.

At all times keep your attention focused on the job at hand.
