Shared Purchasing Solutions recently offered nine food service distributors a “Request for
Proposal” (RFP) for the prime vendor distribution of food and food supplies in the State of
Wisconsin.

The RFP required a fixed fee ($) mark up schedule along with a 1500 line item market
basket. The information below provides the basis of our decision for Prime Vendor to be
awarded to SYSCO and we have noted some of the advantages of the new SPS/SYSCO
contract below.

i  SYSCO offered the lowest fixed fee.

i  SYSCO offered the lowest market basket cost.

i  SYSCO enhanced their proposal by adding storage of commodities up to
90 days.

i SYSCO included a $200 rebate if the district orders at least 40% of their
private label product. This will offset the SPS membership for the entire
school year.

i  SYSCO also offered their “Hometown Harvest” program that promotes
locally grown products from Wisconsin.

Green Can Liners

Of all the janitorial products that have green alternatives, can liners are the most confusing.
Every manufacturer seems to have a different spin on how best to be green. Source
reduction, recycle content, biodegradable, corn-based; they all have merit, so what should
you use?

First, there isn’t much to determine a uniform “green” criteria. Green Seal is working on a
standard, but it is not in place. The US Green Building Council (LEED) defers to the EPA
guidelines, which merely states that the post consumer recycle content should be between
10-100%.

Many manufacturers offer can liners with recycle content. However, the greater the recycle
content, the thicker they need to make the bag to give it the same strength. This equates to
the more recycle content, the more expensive the bag can be. This only applies to Low
Density (the kind that stretch) can liners. Only in the last few months have manufacturers
begun to manufacture and test market High Density can liners with a certified recycle
content.

Biodegradable can liners have entered the market from several manufacturers. Unless you
are actually composting, these aren’t worth the additional expense. If these are simply put in
the traditional waste stream, they offer little advantage. Biodegradable products do not
break down in a land fill. They also tend to be too thin for the job. To date, the thickest bag
made is about 1 mil. They can’t make them thicker and meet the ASTM guidelines on how
quickly they need to biodegrade.

When all is said and done, the best green option is to be sure the can liners you purchase
are the right size for the container and meet the minimum 10% recycle content to be EPA
