Eat with your Eyes: Eat with your Eyes:   
Garnishing & Plate PresentationGarnishing & Plate Presentation  

 
 

Foodservice offers staff the opportunity to turn an ordinary meal into an extraordinary dining 
experience. In healthcare and long-term care settings, patients and residents may be sick or 
injured, as well as away from their comfortable surroundings. Take the challenge to turn their 
dining experience into a positive one that will encourage them to look forward to the next 
meal. 
 

Begin by using an artistic and clean approach to the presentation of food on the plate. The 
artistic aspect may come in the form of garnishing, through up scaling the dish and filling the 
plate, while adding color, texture, shape, taste, and focal point. The color of the garnish should 
complement the entrée and other plated items; however, contrasting colors can also be 
successfully paired to offer variety. The texture of the garnish should add diversity to the meal, 
offering a crunchy, smooth, chewy, or firm component. The target focal point of the plate is the 
protein source or other center-of-the-plate item, with the garnish used to bring the customer’s 
attention to it. The customer, however, when served will be looking at the plate in its entirety, 
which is why it is important to not only have an artistically arranged plate, but also a clean one. 
This can be accomplished by using a single-use damp towel to ensure that there are no drips 
on the plates and that the plate rims are clean. When food looks good, is properly cooked, 
portioned, and positioned attractively on the plate, you are likely to receive positive reviews 
from your customers.
